Since 2005, the company has been using certified renewable electricity, eight years ahead of 
Apple. This decision was combined with an open innovation approach in the design and 
operation of data centers to make them more powerful and always more environment-
friendly.  

As a pioneer in its strategy based on data centers with 'Tier IV Constructed Facility' 
certification, EBRC has enjoyed 100% availability in 16 years of operation, a new record. 

In this demanding business area, the company thus proves that it is possible to "square the 
circle", i.e. to operate hyper-secure and energy-efficient data centers that comply with its 
corporate values “EARTH” (Excellence, Agility, Responsibility, Trust, Human).
